An Excerpt from The Reason for God by Tim Keller

As we take on the question regarding the church’s role in impacting the world,
reflect on these words from Tim Keller:

“When Martin Luther King Jr. confronted racism in the white church in the
South, he did not call on Southern churches to become more secular.
Read his sermons and “Letter from Birmingham Jail” and see how he
argued. He invoked God’s moral law and the Scripture. He called white
Christians to be more true to their own beliefs and to realize what the
Bible really teaches. He did not say, ‘Truth is relative and everyone is free
to determine what is right or wrong for them.’ If everything is relative,
there would have been no incentive for white people in the South to give
up their power. Rather, Dr. King invoked the prophet Amos, who said,
‘Let justice roll down like waters, and righteousness as a mighty
stream’ (Amos 5:24). The greatest champion of justice in our era knew the
antidote to racism was not less Christianity, but a deeper and truer
Christianity.

“Dr. King was right. When people have done injustice in the name of
Christ they are not being true to the spirit of the one who himself died as
a victim of injustice and who called for the forgiveness of his enemies.
When people give their lives to liberate others as Jesus did, they are
realizing the true Christianity that Martin Luther King Jr., and other
Christian voices have called for.”

WE HEAR FROM GOD'S WORD
Old Testament Reading—Genesis 22:1-14

The Lord provides a sacrifice

After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!” And he
said, “Here I am.” He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you
love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering on
one of the mountains of which I shall tell you.” So Abraham rose early in the
morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men with him, and
his son Isaac. And he cut the wood for the burnt offering and arose and went
to the place of which God had told him. On the third day Abraham lifted up
his eyes and saw the place from afar. Then Abraham said to his young men,
“Stay here with the donkey; I and the boy will go over there and worship and
come again to you.” And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and
laid it on Isaac his son. And he took in his hand the fire and the knife. So, they
went both of them together. And Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My
father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” He said, “Behold, the fire and the
wood, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” Abraham said, “God will
provide for himself the lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” So they went both
of them together.

When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built the
altar there and laid the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid him
on the altar, on top of the wood. Then Abraham reached out his hand and
took the knife to slaughter his son. But the angel of the Lord called to him
from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” He
said, “Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him, for now I know
that you fear God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your only son,
from me.” And Abraham lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, behind
him was a ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And Abraham went and took
the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of his son. So Abraham
called the name of that place, “The Lord will provide”; as it is said to this day,
“On the mount of the Lord it shall be provided."
