Joseph Provides for His Brothers and Family

Then Joseph could not control himself before all those who stood by him. He
cried, “Make everyone go out from me.” So no one stayed with him when
Joseph made himself known to his brothers. And he wept aloud, so that the
Egyptians heard it, and the household of Pharaoh heard it. And Joseph said
to his brothers, “I am Joseph!

And
now your eyes see, and the eyes of my brother Benjamin see, that it is my
mouth that speaks to you. You must tell my father of all my honor in Egypt,
and of all that you have seen. Hurry and bring my father down here.” Then he
fell upon his brother Benjamin’s neck and wept, and Benjamin wept upon his
neck. And he kissed all his brothers and wept upon them. After that his
brothers talked with him.
