My dad was an Air Force pilot. He taught me the difference between a pilot and
a co-pilot. The pilot calls the shots; the co-pilot is the number two guy (or gal).
The pilot is in charge; the co-pilot assists him -- supporting, helping, and
providing an extra pair of eyes, ears, and hands. The co-pilot's job is important,
but he never forgets who's in charge.

Some years ago, I noticed that many cars were sporting bumper stickers that
read: "God is my co-pilot." I understood what they were trying to say, but they
missed the mark.

Then one day I saw a new bumper sticker that read: "If God is your co-pilot,
switch seats." I laughed out loud and gave the driver a big thumbs-up as I
passed him a couple miles later. At last, someone got it right!

This driver understood the error of asserting that "God is my co-pilot." In
essence, people were saying: "I drive, and God is my helper. I call the shots and
God does my bidding." I don't know about you, but my life doesn't work very
well when I try to call the shots.

As with a lot of things my dad taught me, I've had to spend many years
unlearning that whole "captain of my own destiny" thing. I can't count the
number of times I've "captained" myself right into a big mess -- a mess that
God rescued me from, only after I finally surrendered my willfulness.
