The hours spent yesterday with my 87-year-old Aunt Cynthia were the dessert of
the feast-day. Thank you for using her as an unmistakable display of the truth,
power, and beauty of the gospel to me over these past several years. She has
shown me how you were/are at work in all things all the time, for your glory and
our good. Give each of us eyes to see, and ears to hear, just how good you are,
Father. So very Amen | pray, in Jesus’ merciful and mighty name.

WE HEAR FROM GOD'S WORD
New Testament Reading—Luke 24:36-39

Jesus Appears to His Disciples

As they were talking about these things, Jesus himself stood among
them, and said to them, “Peace to you!” But they were startled and
frightened and thought they saw a spirit. And he said to them, “Why
are you troubled, and why do doubts arise in your hearts? See my
hands and my feet, that it is | myself. Touch me, and see. For a spirit
does not have flesh and bones as you see that | have.” And when he
had said this, he showed them his hands and his feet. And while they
still disbelieved for joy and were marveling, he said to them, “Have you
anything here to eat?” They gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he
took it and ate before them.

Then he said to them, “These are my words that | spoke to you while |
was still with you, that everything written about me in the Law of Moses
and the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled.” Then he opened
their minds to understand the Scriptures, and said to them, “Thus it is
written, that the Christ should suffer and on the third day rise from the
dead, and that repentance for the forgiveness of sins should be
proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You
are witnesses of these things. And behold, | am sending the promise of
my Father upon you. But stay in the city until you are clothed with
power from on high.”

Sunday school for all ages meets today from the nursery to adults.

The Adult Sunday School class on Christ and Culture will take place in the sanctuary
which will provide ample room to spread out. The Student Sunday School ministry
(5th-12th gr.) will resume in the youth rooms, also with ample social distancing, and
the children’s Sunday School will be using a temporarily modified approach in which
the children, weather permitting, will be spending half the time indoors in the old
youth room space and half the time on the outside playground in order to also insure
room for social distancing. After the service, the 2nd-4th grade will head out to the
playground, and the prek-1st grade will head to the 3rd-5th grade classroom.
