Having risen from the dead, you are
now making all things new. You are sovereign over every molecule and moment,
every person and place. Faith, not fear, is the order of this day, and every day.

Jesus, give me an incurable case of “redemptive heartburn,” like that which you
ignited in the hearts of our Emmaus brothers. Keep showing me more of your
glory and grace, that I might give you the adoration and allegiance of which you
alone are worthy.
